The University of Alabama Department of Theatre and Dance invites all high school

Our department has been offering theatrical training within a liberal arts setting for over
fifty years. Our undergraduate and graduate programs have produced many distinguished
alumni in the theatrical world, including Tony Award winner for Best Leading Actorin a
Musical, Norbert Leo Butz. Recent grads are working on Broadway and off-Broadway, in
national tours, at regional theatres, and in feature films, television series, and commercials.

This past summer marked the tenth year of our SummerTide Theatre in Gulf Shores,
Alabama, garnering rave reviews and offering professional performance opportunities to
our students.
