Child of Law Enforcement Scholarship

Purpose: 

The CWBB Child of Law Enforcement Scholarship was created to provide financial assistance to children of law enforcement officers in need of assistance for higher education. These children are eligible to submit an application for the scholarship, which is a one-time payment in the amount of $1,000.00. 
Scholarship Eligibility:
· Applicant must be the dependent child (natural or adopted) of a local, state, or federal law enforcement officer (active service, retired, or deceased). 
· Applicant must be a current high school senior or currently attending a community college or 4-year university. 

· Applicant must have a cumulative Grade Point Average (GPA) of 3.3 or higher.

· Applicant must be a citizen of the United States.

Scholarship Rules: 
· All entries will be reviewed by the Calhoun Women Behind the Badge Board and members. 
· The winner will be chosen based on adherence to scholarship rules and the quality of the application submitted.
